	Parents strongly cautioned – Some material may be inappropriate for children under the age of 13.

It may have violence, brief strong language, nudity and drug use.



	R16 (Restricted to 16 and above only)

	May contain scenes unsuitable for persons under the age of 16. It is a legally restrictive category and no person under the age of 16 is allowed to watch.
Themes may be adult and results not necessarily positive for the younger audience.

	18
	May contain scenes suitable for adults only. It is a legally restrictive category and no person under the age of 18 years is allowed to watch. Themes may be adult and results are not necessarily positive.


	Banned
	This decision applies to films which may contain materials that erode moral fabric of society e.g. films promoting or glorifying violence, sex, nudity, drug abuse or homosexuality; works that may tend to undermine national interest and / or stability, or create disharmony among various racial and religious groups hence not allowed for commercial screening.
